Project and Sponsorship Selection Committee Guidelines


The purpose of this committee is to review requests for emergency and special donations from individuals and organizations, and to authorize the disbursement of funds for these requests.

· All requests should be submitted in writing by completing the Club’s Project or Sponsorship Proposal Form, found on the Girdwood Rotary web site.

· The prospective recipient should make a presentation to the GRC membership in person at a regular weekly meeting.

· The recipient of any funds from GRC should make a follow-up presentation to the membership upon completion of the project or activity at a regular weekly meeting.

· The request must follow the guidelines as stipulated in the instructions for completing the application form and on the application.

· The funding to honor these un-allocated requests will come from:

· An amount that will be set aside in the Club’s annual budget for these special and emergency requests or

· Money collected, at the meeting of the requester’s presentation, through Happy Bucks. The Treasurer will keep a journal of all Happy Bucks collected from all meetings to be used as an additional source for honoring these requests.

· The Project and Sponsorship Selection Committee will have the discretionary authority to set the amount and source of all disbursements. This authority may be superceded at any time by the Club Board of Directors.

· The Club’s Board may authorize additional amounts if agreed to by a majority of the members at a regular meeting.

· The guideline maximum amount to be given to any individual during a Rotary year should not exceed $250.

· The guideline maximum amount to be given to any organization during a Rotary year should not exceed $1000.

· These funds are intended for use by the recipient, and should not be used for re-granting by the recipient.

· These funds should not be used for operational purposes by the recipient; they are intended for the specific activities as stated in the request for funds.

· The determination for disbursements will favor those activities that impact larger numbers of residents.

· Generally, these donation requests will be made for distinctive, one-time activities, and should not be anticipated for multiple years for the same activity.
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
