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HHN MEDICAL EMERGENCY ENDOWMENT

Nepal has health problems.  Lack of hospitals, transportation, and communication can have an immense affect on people's lives.  A doctor in Nepal takes care of about 18,000 people.  Many hospitals are located near the city so villagers cannot reach the hospital in case of an emergency.  Hence many of them die. 

Due to extremes in rural life, urban doctors often do not visit rural areas.  In fact 90% of Nepali doctors operate only in the cities, yet nearly 90% of the population lives in rural areas.  To reach a health post in rural Nepal, one has to walk and carry the sick person for miles, possibly pass through Maoist checkpoints, carry food, and bare other hardships.  There is a chance of their meager food being confiscated.

Those who live in remote mountain villages are often a day's walk from health care services so often when they are really sick they may not make it.  Nearly 1 in 10 children die before their first birthday.  In the remote mountain areas nearly 2 in 10 children die in infancy. 

Consider…
· Population per doctor in Nepal is about 18,000 

· One hospital bed for every 5000 people 

· Nearly 90% of the women in Nepal give birth at home with most of them suffering pregnancy complications 

· Probability of children dying before the age of five is 83% 

· Half the health workers in Nepal have abandoned their health posts due to lack of food supplies 

· Nepal's annual population growth rate is about 2.3% 

· 92 children die every day from treatable diarrhea 

Helping Hand for Nepal’s Medical Emergency Endowment uses the earned income from this Endowment to pay for life-saving emergency surgery/treatment for indigent patients who cannot afford it.
